As part of his commitment to closing the gap in the construction workforce and driving productivity, 

Bellaman serves as a trustee for the Trimmer Construction Education Foundation, which generates funds 

to award scholarships and grants in support of construction education, and is a member of the ACE 

Mentor Program Board of Directors. Under his leadership, ABC’s National Craft Championships brought 

in more than 200 competitors in 2016, and ABC’s long-term goal is to have the capacity to train 200,000 

highly skilled and productive craft workers on an annual basis. 

 

Bellaman also leads a team that advocates for the merit shop philosophy, which emphasizes excellence 

and high performance on a fair and level playing field in the construction industry. Today, 22 states 

guarantee government neutrality when awarding construction contracts. In addition, ABC members won 

63 percent of the total value of large-scale federal projects without a project labor agreement mandate or 

preference during fiscal years 2009-2016. 

 

A 1985 graduate of Pennsylvania State University, Bellaman earned a Bachelor of Science degree in 

architectural engineering. During his 26 years in the construction industry, Bellaman spent 23 years with 

Lend Lease Corporation, serving as CEO of development, privatization, retail and construction businesses 

during his career.
